Former Nebraska newspaper editor,
publisher dies at 86

Daryl Hall, 86, a former Nebraska newspaper editor and
publisher, died March 14, 2022, in Lincoln, NE.

Hall was editor of the Scottsbluff Star-Herald from 1975-
1985, and publisher of the Kearney Hub from 1985-1993.
The Omaha World-Herald Company, which owned the
Hub, transferred Hall to Carlsbad, NM, where he served as
publisher of the Current-Argus. He retired to Las Cruces,
NM, and lived in New Mexico for 20 years before he and
his wife, Jan, moved to Lincoln in 2013.

A native of Kansas, he received a degree in journalism at
the University of Kansas. After two years of service in the
U.S. Army, his first job was at the McCook Gazette, which
led to positions at newspapers in NM and TX. He was later
editor of dailies in Ellensburg, WA, and Coffeyville, KS.

Hall was president of the Nebraska Daily Publishers
Association and Associated Press Managing Editors in
both Nebraska and Kansas; served on the board of the
Nebraska Press Association; and chaired the circulation
committee of the multi state Inland Press Association. He
served on the advisory board for the University of Ne-
braska School of Journalism and on the Community
Relations Board of the University of Nebraska at Kearney.

Hall is survived by his wife of 44 years, Janet; two daugh-
ters; two stepdaughters; grandchildren and great-grand-
children. The family requests donations to the People’s
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Waite is a professor of practice in the College of
Journalism and Mass Communications specializing
in data journalism and emerging technology. Prior to
joining the faculty, he was the senior news technologist
for the St. Petersburg Times of Florida and the principal
developer of the Pulitzer Prize-winning PolitiFact.
